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Discourse Markers in Natural Speech: A Situated Discourse Perspective

Drawing on previous studies on discourse markers (DM for short) , this paper proposes a situated discourse approach to DM
research with special reference to DMs in spoken Chinese discourse. Situated discourse is understood as a dynamic process of
speaker and listener constructing an intersubjective world of discourse. DMs function as traffic lights or landmarks, as it were,
and they are used to create discourse coherence and to achieve situated interpretations of utterances. Thus, with the audio-recor-
ded situated discourse and its verbatim transcription, the discourse functions of each DM and its subtypes can be identified from
both their prosodic features, positions in the flow of discourse and actual ideational and/or interpersonal connection they conjoin
in order to capture the richest and most natural aspects of spontaneous discourse.
